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O objetivo do curso ¢ a leitura dos classicos da segunda metade do século XIX até as
transformagodes da virada da primeira metade do século XX para a segunda (anos
cinqiienta e sessenta). Por meio da leitura dos cléassicos, o curso pretende discutir a
perspectiva antropologica a luz da tradicdo e da histéria da disciplina. Mais
especificamente, pretende-se mostrar que a disciplina, desde o seu inicio até os
tempos atuais, dividiu-se, a grosso modo, em duas perspectivas de abordagem: uma
que tenta compreender o fendmeno humano a partir dos tipos e modalidades de
organizagdo social e politica; outra a partir de suas representacdes (sistemas de
pensamento, de religido, de linguagem). Além disso, seguindo Stocking (1992: 279),
a antropologia se divide em dois tipos de abordagens metodologicas: as cientificas e
comparativas, € as interpretativas e particulares. Essa seria uma maneira de distinguir
os dois periodos principais tratados nesse curso - a fase evolucionista do final do
século XIX e a orientacdo etnografica firmada a partir do inicio do século XX.

Avaliagdo:

A participagdo nos debates em sala de aula (incluindo os pequenos textos ou pequenas
citagdes previamente escolhidos pelo aluno) compreenderd 30% da avaliagdo final. Ao longo
do semestre cada aluno entregara duas resenhas de livros discutidos em aula (20% cada
resenha, de 3 a 5 paginas). Ao final do semestre havera uma prova teorica a ser

realizada em casa (30%).
